

1. What do I want students to do? Is it worth doing? Is it interesting and appropriate?

2. What will it teach students specifically?

3. How does it fit my objectives at this point in the course?

4. What can students do before they undertake the assignment (where are they now?), and where do I expect them to be after completing it?

5. What will the assignment tell me? What is being assessed?

6. Does the task have meaning outside as well as inside the class setting? (Rhetorical context)

7. Have I given enough class time for discussion of these goals?
