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SCOPE OF WORK
1.
General Requirements:  The contractor shall provide Medical Laboratory Testing Services as specified herein for Missouri State University (hereinafter referred to as the University) in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Request for Proposal.

1.1
The contractor shall provide medical laboratory testing, analysis, and reporting services on an as needed, if needed basis as requested by the University.

1.2
The University estimates, but in no way guarantees, that routine medical laboratory tests may be required in the quantities indicated on the Pricing Pages of this document.

1.3
All supplies, materials, and services required by the contract, whether explicitly or implicitly, shall be provided by the contractor at no additional cost to the University.

1.4
The contractor must provide all services required herein to the sole satisfaction of the University.

2.
Specific Testing Requirements:

2.1
The contractor shall provide collection and shipping materials and containers including, but not limited to, needles, tubes, labels, and reagents.  All collection and shipping materials and containers must be approved by the University.

2.2
The contractor shall pick up specimens, which require testing from the University’s Taylor Health Center, or other location(s) designated by the University.  The contractor shall pick up specimens each day between 4:00 p.m. and 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, excluding University holidays, unless otherwise directed by the University.
2.3
The contractor must promptly transport specimens which require laboratory tests that the contractor cannot perform to an alternate University-approved subcontracted laboratory that can perform the required tests.

2.4
The contractor shall, at all times, be responsible for maintaining proper temperature(s) and other conditions necessary to ensure the validity of all tests performed under the contract.

2.5
The contractor understands and agrees that all required tests must be performed within twenty-four (24) hours following specimen pick-up.

2.6
The contractor shall provide test results to the University via a printer and modem which must be provided and installed by the contractor in a location specified by the University.

2.6.1
The contractor shall be responsible for all paper, supplies, maintenance, and other costs associated with the required equipment, including the cost of a University-supplied telephone line.  The price currently charged by the University for such telephone line is $16.19 per month.
2.6.2
The University will bill the contractor on a monthly basis for the cost of the telephone line and, in turn, the contractor must submit a check, made payable to Missouri State University, to the following address:

2.7
The contractor must return written test results to the University within twenty-four (24) hours following test completion.

2.7.1
In those instances where test results indicate that an emergency medical situation exists, the contractor shall immediately telephone the University with such test results, clearly identifying the patient, the specimen, the results, and other relevant information.

2.7.2
The contractor must repeat tests as necessary to confirm results which appear to be hazardous to the patient.

2.7.3
The contractor shall report results of tests to the University only after review by a supervisor of the test results and verification that quality control procedures have ensured accuracy of such test results.

2.8
Each test report submitted by the contractor must include each of the following:

2.8.1
Patient Name and a mutually agreed upon patient identification number.

2.8.2
The name of the attending physician.

2.8.3
The results of the test and its appropriate unit of measure or interpretation, or both, with any abnormalities noted.

2.8.4
Additional comments, as appropriate.

2.8.5
The date, name, and signature of the technologist plus the initials of the laboratory Supervisor if the test has been screened by such.

2.8.6
The name and address of the laboratory where the testing was performed.

2.8.7
The date of specimen collection.

2.8.8
The date the specimen is tested and reported.

2.8.9
The specimen type or source, when appropriate.

2.8.10
The name of the test performed.

2.8.11
The normal range of the test and other pertinent information for specific interpretation.

2.9
The contractor must provide to the University toll-free telephone consultations with a pathologist (physician to physician) whenever needed during Taylor Health Center clinic hours (8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m., Monday through Friday).
2.10
The contractor shall understand and agree that the accuracy of the contractor’s laboratory test findings may be subjected to outside laboratory verification at the University’s discretion.

2.10.1
The University shall be responsible for any costs associated with verification of the contractor’s tests results by an outside laboratory.

2.10.2
In the event the University determines that the results of the contractor’s testing services are inaccurate and unreliable, the University shall have the right to void the contract without further obligation or cost to the University.

3.
Papanicolaou Screening and Tissue Biopsy Requirements: The contractor must comply with the specific requirements applicable to Papanicolaou screening and tissue biopsy services as set forth in Attachment 1 to this Request for Proposal.  The contractor must understand and agree that any requirement contained in Attachment 1 which conflicts with or contradicts a requirement contained in the Scope of Work shall supersede the requirement contained in the Scope of Work. However, all other requirements contained in this Request for Proposal shall apply equally to all required testing services, including Papanicolaou screening and tissue biopsy services.

4.
Accreditation/Licensure Requirements:

4.1
If the contractor is a hospital, the contractor’s laboratory must be accredited by the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO).

4.2
If the contractor is an independent reference laboratory, the contractor must either be (1) approved by both Medicare and Medicaid to provide medical laboratory services; or (2) be licensed to operate in interstate commerce by the U.S. Department of Health and Human Services under the Clinical Laboratory Improvement Act (CLIA).

4.3
The contractor’s laboratory must be licensed as a medical laboratory by the State of Missouri and must maintain such license throughout the effective period of the contract.

5.
Quality Assurance Requirements:

5.1
The contractor’s laboratory must be under the direct supervision of a physician or comparable individual who is fully certified in the field.

5.2
The contractor’s technologists must be certified by an appropriate certifying agency.

5.3
The contractor’s laboratory must comply with each of the following:

5.3.1
Maintain a stringent internal Quality Control program, including supervisor screening review of tests performed by the technologists.

5.3.2
Participate in proficiency testing of the College of American Pathologists and/or the Center for Disease Control, or equivalent.

5.3.3
Obtain satisfactory results in such proficiency testing, proof of which must be furnished to the University upon request.

5.4
The contractor’s laboratory must use established and clinically acceptable procedures to provide accurate and reproducible results.

5.5
The contractor must report unsatisfactory specimens as such, with no attempt to test and render a report on any specimen which is of insufficient quality for accurate testing and interpretation.

6.
Release of Information:  The contractor shall understand and agree that any information, record, report or data derived, compiled, obtained, prepared, or developed by the contractor as a result of services performed under the contract shall not be released or otherwise disclosed without the written consent of the University.

6.1
The contractor may release records or information pertaining to individual patients only as necessary to authorized employees of the contractor and the University.

6.2
If the contractor in any way violates patient privacy or releases unauthorized information, the University reserves the right to cancel the contract immediately for good cause.

7.
Inspection: Authorized representatives of the University shall retain the right to make on-site review of the contractor’s facilities and services to (1) examine records of services performed; and (2) make any other analysis required to determine the quality of service provided and accuracy of reports submitted to the University.

8.
Liquidated Damages:

8.1
In the event the contractor fails, through any reason within the contractor’s control, to provide medical laboratory testing, analysis, and/or reporting services as described in the contract, the contractor agrees that liquidated damages in the reasonable amount of ten dollars ($10.00) per untested/not picked-up/unreported specimen per day shall be assessed.

8.2
For any test results due Monday through Thursday, liquidated damages shall be incurred within twenty-four (24) hours after the elapse of the required response time.  For any test results due on a Friday, liquidated damages shall be incurred within seventy-two (72) hours after the elapse of the required response time.  Assessment of liquidated damages shall repeat each twenty-four (24) hour period during which the contractor continues to fail to perform the requested service.

8.3
The contractor must agree that the liquidated damages described in the contract shall not be considered a penalty for the contractor’s failure to perform contractual services, but shall constitute a payment to the University for damages suffered by the University due to the contractor’s failure to perform agreed upon services.

9.
Invoicing and Payment Requirements:

9.1
The contractor shall invoice State Medicaid and/or Medicare, as applicable to the patient, for services provided under the contract.  The contractor must accept such third party payment as payment in full for services provided under the contract.  The University shall not pay the difference between the contracted price and the price paid by a third party for the same test.

9.2
With the exception of services invoiced pursuant to paragraph 9.1 above, the contractor shall invoice Taylor Health Center on a monthly basis for services provided under the terms of the contract.  Such invoices must, at a minimum, be itemized to identify the test administered by name and type, the date of the test, the patient’s name, and the applicable test price stated in the contract.

9.3
Discrepancies between the contractor’s records and the University’s records must be reconciled before payment will be made.  Services repeated by the contractor due to technical error or breakage by the contractor shall be repeated at no additional cost to the University.

9.4
The contractor shall be paid according to the prices stated in the contract for tests for which the University is the responsible paying party, i.e., for tests performed for patients without the third party paying sources identified in paragraph 9.1 above.

10.
Correspondence: The contractor must, within five (5) working days following notification of contract award, submit to the University written notification of the name, title, address, and telephone number of a duly authorized representative to whom all correspondence, official notices, and requests related to the contract shall be addressed.  The contractor may change or substitute such individual as necessary throughout the effective period of the contract; however, for each such change or substitution, the contractor must submit to the University the same written notification required above.

GENERAL CONTRACTUAL REQUIREMENTS
1.
Contract Period: The original contract period shall be as stated on page 1 of this Request for Proposal (RFP).  The contract shall not bind, nor purport to bind, the University for any contractual commitment in excess of the original contract period.  The University shall have the right, at its sole option, to renew the contract for four (4) additional one-year periods, or any part thereof.  In the event the contract is renewed, all terms, conditions, and provisions of the original contract shall remain the same and apply during the renewal period.  

2.
Contract Price: All prices shall be as stated in the contract.  The University shall neither pay nor be liable for any additional costs.  Increases in contract prices for any subsequent period during which the contract is effective shall be limited to the maximum percentage of increase stated in the contract for that period.
3.
Contract Documents:  The contract between the University and the contractor shall consist of: (1) the Request for Proposal (RFP), including RFP attachments and the Terms and Conditions attached hereto as Attachment #2, (2) any amendments to the RFP, (3) the contractor’s response to the RFP, and (4) any additional terms and conditions mutually agreed upon by the parties during the negotiation process.  The University reserves the right to clarify any contractual relationship in writing with the concurrence of the contractor, and such written clarification shall govern in the event of a conflict with the applicable requirement(s) stated in either the RFP or the contractor’s response.  In all other matters not affected by the written clarification, if any, the RFP shall govern.

4.
Amendments to Contract: No modification of any provision in the contract shall be made or construed to have been made unless such modification is mutually agreed to in writing by the contractor and the University’s Purchasing Office and incorporated in a written amendment to the contract approved by the University’s Purchasing Office prior to the effective date of such modification.

5.
Termination:  The University reserves the right to terminate the contract without penalty or recourse by giving written notice to the contractor at least thirty (30) days prior to the effective date of termination.
6.
Contractor Liability: The contractor shall be responsible for any and all injury or damage as a result of the contractor’s negligence involving any equipment or service provided under the terms and conditions of the contract.  In addition to the liability imposed upon the contractor on account of personal injury, bodily injury (including death), or property damage suffered as a result of the contractor’s negligence, the contractor assumes the obligation to save the University and its employees harmless for any negligent act or omission committed by any subcontractor or other person employed by or under the supervision of the contractor under the terms of the contract.  However, the contractor shall not be responsible for any injury or damage occurring as a result of any negligent act or omission committed by the University.

7.
Indemnification:  The contractor shall defend, indemnify, and hold harmless the University, its officers, employees, and any agents from and against every liability, claim, or lawsuit arising out of or associated in any way with the contractor’s performance under the contract. 

8.
Insurance: 


8.1
The contractor shall understand and agree that the University cannot save and hold harmless and/or indemnify the contractor or the contractor’s employees against any liability incurred or arising as a result of any activity of the contractor or any activity of the contractor’s employees related to the contractor’s performance under the contract.  Therefore, the contractor must have and maintain throughout the effective period of the contract adequate liability insurance in the form(s) and amount(s) sufficient to protect the University and the general public against any such loss, damage and/or expense.  The contractor must also have and maintain throughout the effective period of the contract medical malpractice insurance in an amount not less than two million dollars ($2,000,000).

8.2
Written evidence of the required insurance coverage must be submitted before or upon award of the contract.  Such policy(ies) shall name the Board of Governors of Missouri State University, its officers and employees, as additional named insureds.  In the event that the insurance coverage is canceled, the University must be notified immediately.

8.3
The contractor understands and agrees that the insurance required under the terms of the contract in no way precludes the contractor from carrying such other insurance as may be deemed necessary by the contractor for the operation of the contractor’s business or for the benefit of the contractor’s employees.

8.4
Notwithstanding any other provision of the contract to the contrary, no insurance procured by contractor shall be construed to constitute a waiver of any sovereign immunity as set forth in section 537.600 et seq., MO. REV. STAT., or any other governmental or official immunity, nor provide coverage for any liability or suit for damages which is barred under said doctrines of sovereign, governmental or official immunity available to the University, its Board of Governors, officers or employees, nor constitute waiver of any available defense; and neither shall such insurance provide coverage for any sums other than those which the University, its Board of Governors, officers or employees may be obligated to pay as damages.  The contractor shall cause all policies of insurance related to this RFP to be endorsed in accord with this subparagraph.  The contractor shall further require the upper limits of coverage of such policies to be adjusted on an annual basis to be at least equal to the limits of liability set forth in section 537.610.2 and 537.610.5, MO. REV. STAT., as amended from time to time.

9.
Contractor Status:  The contractor represents himself or herself to be an independent contractor offering such services to the general public and shall not represent himself/herself or his/her  employees to be employees of the University.  Therefore, the contractor shall assume all legal and financial responsibility for taxes, FICA, employee fringe benefits, workers compensation, employee insurance, minimum wage requirements, overtime, etc., and agrees to indemnify, save, and hold the University, its officers, agents, and employees, harmless from and against any and all loss, cost (including attorney fees), and any damage of any kind related to such matters.

10.
Communications and Notices: Any written notice to the contractor shall be deemed sufficient when deposited in the United States mail, postage prepaid; or hand-carried and presented to an authorized employee of the contractor at the contractor’s address as listed on the signature page of the contract, or at such other address as the contractor may have requested in writing.

11.
Assignments: The contractor shall not transfer any interest in the contract, whether by assignment or otherwise, without the express prior written consent of the University.  Any assignee shall be bound by the terms and conditions of the contract, and the contractor shall require written agreement to such terms and conditions by any assignee.

12.
Waiver: The contractor understands and agrees that failure by the University to require performance by the contractor of any provision contained herein or in the contractor’s proposal shall not be deemed a continuing waiver of such provision or a waiver of any other provision of the contract.

13.
Titles: Titles of paragraphs used herein are for the purpose of facilitating reference only and shall not be construed to infer a contractual construction of language.

14.
Employment of Unauthorized Aliens Prohibited:  Contractor agrees to comply with Missouri State Statute section 285.530 in that they shall not knowingly employ, hire for employment, or continue to employ an unauthorized alien to perform work within the state of Missouri. As a condition for the award of this contract the contractor shall, by sworn affidavit and provision of documentation, affirm its enrollment and participation in a federal work authorization program with respect to the employees working in connection with the contracted services.  Enrollment in the E-Verify Federal Work Authorization Program is recommended. Copies of Proposals:  The offeror is requested to submit an original signature proposal and five complete copies of the original signature proposal, for a total of six (6) complete proposals.  The offeror should submit with each of the six (6) proposals a copy of the “services offered” manual.

Cost of Submitting Proposal:  Offerors are advised that all costs associated with submitting a proposal in response to this RFP shall be borne by the offeror.

2.3
Open Records Law:  The offeror is hereby advised that, upon completion of the evaluation process, all proposals and associated documentation will be made public pursuant to the “Open Records” law of the State of Missouri (RSMo 610.021).  Please do not include statements of confidentiality or proprietary information in your proposal.  All proposals are required to become a matter of public record according to state law.
3.
Official Position: The offeror is advised that the official position of the University is that position which is stated in writing and issued by the Purchasing Office as a Request for Proposal and any amendments thereto.  No other means of communication, whether oral or written, shall be construed as a formal or official response or statement.

Evaluation Process:

Proposal Evaluation:  Any contract(s) resulting from this request shall be awarded to the offeror's response deemed lowest and best by the University according to the evaluation criteria stated below.  The comparative assessment of the relative benefits and deficiencies of a proposal in relation to the published evaluation criteria will be made using subjective judgment.  The University will be the sole judge as to the acceptability, for our purposes, of any and all proposals.

Proposal Organization:  Proposals should be prepared as simply as possible and should provide a straightforward, concise description of the offeror’s capabilities to satisfy the requirements of  the RFP.  To facilitate evaluation of the offeror’s proposal by the University, offerors are strongly encouraged to provide a point-by-point response to each item identified herein, especially the items contained in, or relating to, the Scope of Work.  Emphasis should be concentrated on accuracy, completeness, and clarity of content.  All parts, pages, etc., of the proposal should be numbered and clearly labeled. Percentages of increase quoted for renewal periods will then be applied to appropriate total annual amounts to obtain the total price for each renewal period.  The sum of the total price for each of the five (5) potential years of the contract will be used to award cost points for each identified group of tests.

Offeror’s Experience, Reliability, and Expertise: The experience and reliability of the offeror’s organization, as well as the expertise of proposed personnel, will be considered in the evaluation process.  Therefore, the offeror is advised to submit any information which documents successful and reliable experience in past performances which are considered identical or similar to the requirements of this Request for Proposal.

7.5
The offeror should submit the credentials of the proposed laboratory Supervisor and all technologists proposed to provide the services required herein.  The offeror should also submit the credentials of the proposed pathologists and all cytotechnologists proposed to provide the required services.

8.
Proposed Method of Performance: Proposals will be evaluated based on the offeror’s distinctive plan for performing the requirements of the Request for Proposal.  Therefore, the offeror should present a written narrative which demonstrates the method or manner in which the offeror proposes to satisfy the requirements of the Scope of Work. The offeror should provide a sample test order form if one is available, or the offeror should specifically indicate that the test order forms to be provided will be satisfactory to the University.

8.4
The offeror should submit samples of the offeror’s test reports as required by paragraph 2.8 on page 3 of the RFP.  The offeror should also submit samples of the offeror’s reports of Pap smears and biopsy specimens (with patient names deleted) as required by paragraphs 3 and 4 of Attachment 1.

8.5
The offeror should describe the manner in which specimens will be picked-up and transported.

8.6
The offeror should specifically indicate whether all of the offeror’s cytotechnologists and pathologists are “in house” and on salary, with no remuneration based upon the number of specimens reviewed and reported.

8.7
The offeror should specifically identify the names of any subcontracting laboratories which may be used by the offeror for tests required by the contract.  The offeror should include a listing of which tests may be subcontracted and a general description of the credentials of each subcontracted laboratory.

NOTE: The offeror is advised that any proposed subcontracting laboratories shall be subject to the approval of the University.
