Mike announced that he would have the Strategic Plan completed by end of the day today. He asks the group to send information for the reports to him at any time and he can plug it in.  

Mike had earlier sent out an email regarding the gambling workshop on Friday, November 3rd. So far, Jerilyn is interested in going. It is a first-come-first-serve registration, with a deadline of October 27th. 

The College Behavior health Survey has replaced the CORE Survey, and Jerilyn is taking it over. The only new questions we would like on the survey are possibly questions that might only pertain to us. (Missouri State University). We will be offering gift certificates as incentives to take the survey. 
Mike announced that we received positive feedback on the Suicide Prevention Summit.  Doug Greiner will be putting information about the Counseling and Testing Center on the ULifeline site. 
Larry Combs announced that the Meeting of the Minds will be March 1 – 3 in 2007 in Kansas City, Missouri. Robert Chapman will be the guest speaker.  

Larry stated that we had 868 pledges for the Drive Safe Drive Smart campaign this year.  

The Battle of the Belt competition between state funded institutions was conducted in Lot #24 on September 25th.  Results: 76% of men tallied were wearing their seatbelts vs. 88% of women were wearing theirs. 
Larry’s new suit for SHARP training is working out very well.

Dixie announced that “Tommy Leos” is the new participant of the CHEERS program. She is in the process of narrowing down establishments that are actually active and those who aren’t. 
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Mike passed out “Rolling the Dice” brochures. He will also distribute them at the Student 
Affairs meeting. He also passed out a sample of “What Every Parent Needs to Know About Gambling” and the “Fun and Games” brochures. These can be ordered as needed. 

The committee discussed advertising for illegal gambling at sporting events, possibly putting the message on footballs to be thrown out by the cheerleaders at the Homecoming game. 

Jennifer Kilroy, Assistant Director of Residence Life & Services, requested funds from PIP for the After Hours Programming for custom printed Bingo cards. The committee decided to spend $850 for 10,000 cards for the program that would include social norm messages, and the Missouri State University logo. 

Jerilyn announced that E-CHUG would be available soon. 

The PIP page on the Judicial website will have added an “After Hours Program” link, a link for meeting and agendas for the Missouri State PIP meetings, and possibly an automatic schedule button for Outlook schedules. 
Roberta discussed her “Alcohol Relationships” role-playing presentations she has been doing with the Greek organizations. Dixie suggested getting the information from her presentations for GAMMA.

32 Minutes

Thanks to Judicial Programs for funding and beer goggles.  Thanks to Dixie Sullenger and PIP for loaning us beer goggles and providing us with Cheers information cards, cups, and napkins. 

We believe 32 Minutes was definitely a success, especially with it being held on a Thursday night.  We had approximately 200 people at the outdoor docudrama, the PSU Theater was a little over half filled for the alcohol poisoning “drama”, the dance area and root beer pong area was well populated. The students who played root beer pong were given informational cards that indicated what a “drink” is and a chart to determine their projected BAC in relationship to their gender, number of drinks and body weight.  They were also handed Cheers cards.  This year GAMMA was a big help.  They supported the program by taking attendance and providing an alcohol-free social exchange for the Greek organization with the greatest attendance.  

While the 32 Minutes committee was please with their support and would like to work with them again the committee chairs were surprise by two things.  There were several fraternities well represented but it appeared that only 1-2 women from 2-3 sororities attended.  The 32 Minutes chairs also indicated that they thought GAMMA would have people attend the event for an hour before counting attendance, but they only had them stay around 30 minutes to see the outdoor docudrama.  I told the committee that while I understood their disappointment, it was cold, the outdoor docudrama sends a powerful message, and we hopefully we have a great tradition in working with GAMMA that can be expanded in the future.  The chairs are still trying to confirm the number of Greeks who attended.
