b. Student awareness of new laws – advisors forum

The committee decided the following are “possible” problems:

1. More house parties stemming from the new establishment law 
2. Lack of parental education

3. Not enough students involved in prevention.

The committee decided the University is successful at the following:

1. Parental education.

2. Programming

3. Cheers

4. Consistency in disciplinary practices.

5. Minimum sanctions.

6. Not impeding; respectful of students and their rights.

7. Strong, diverse and supportive coalition.
