The group discussed the overall CORE results from PIP schools, and problems with our data. Discussed Joan Masters’ perception of why we were having so much trouble with creating social norm messages from this data. Discussed comparisons of Missouri State University to other schools.

Mike passed out some gambling brochures for the group to see. They are at no cost to us if we want to order some. Let Mike know if you want some and what quantity, or if you have suggestions regarding the brochure.

Mike asked the committee about their thoughts on the Fake ID poster that was emailed out earlier. The consensus was that it didn’t send a clear message, either because it looked too cheap, or that too much emphasis was placed on ID part. There was also discussion about the message of the $500 fine being accurate and consistent, that not every student would actually be fined that much. 
Dr. Doman discussed an article that was passed out about getting student group leaders to come together regarding alcohol issues. Do we want to initiate “requirements” for student organizations? Roberta inquired about current alcohol education for Greek and other fraternity and sororities. Casey suggested a “town hall meeting” to initiate dialogue about alcohol.  Stephanie suggested attempting to reach different student groups other than sororities and fraternities. Casey commented on how other universities require on-line alcohol education. The group also discussed how we could convince students to come to the sexual assault prevention programs. 

Roberta announced that October 5th is National Depression Screening Day. 

Jerri announced that 32 Minutes program is on October 12th. 

Mike proceeded to the Strategic Plan. The following were discussed:
· Talked about the golf cart crusades. The group would like to see these increased to one per month.
· CORE has been changed to Missouri College Assessment. 

· We will institute SOAR Leader training and Student Ambassador training on alcohol issues.
· It is understood that the person who was initially leading the Bear Trax is no longer part of the program. It was decided to delete this from the strategic plan for the time being. 
· The committee has decided to reinstate the Birthday Cards, and Jerri Arnold-Cook will now be in charge of that process.
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· Stephanie will create the door tags for “Having A Party in the Neighborhood” to pass along for distribution in Phelps Grove residential area. 

· “What’s Your Degree Worth?” posters were distributed. Will also distribute pamphlets at the Career Fair. 

· Hazing Prevention Week program will be removed from the Strategic Plan at this time due to lack of manpower.

· Late Night Programming is changed to “After Hours”. Goldie and Jennifer Kilroy are heading up this successful program, and it will continue to be part of the plan. Garst Dining will also be open for late night dining on Thursdays from 12:00 midnight until 3:00 am for one month on a trial basis. 

· Dixie Williams had previously discussed having an Alcohol Summit on campus for the Greeks. We’ll have to follow up with her on this. 

· Adding new members to CIRT is still on the plan. 

· Disability Services and Greek Life links are planned to be added to the Judicial Programs website. 
· The Risk Management is on hold for the Strategic Plan. 

· Creation of a PIP Coalition web page on our Judicial site will remain on the Strategic Plan. 

· Adding new people to the PIP Coalition remains on the Strategic Plan.

· Adding CORE data highlights and meeting minutes on the PIP website remains on the plan. 
Social Norm messages decided on by the committee are:


“2 out of 3 students who drink alcohol have used a designated driver in the past year”


“70% of students never smoke”


“The majority of students have 0-3 drinks per week” 

The committee discussed what items to put the messages on. Discussed boxer shorts, condoms, beach balls, and cups. Jerri will attempt to get approval for beach balls, since they were banned before. Cups are a great probability, will decide on amount when we determine how they have to be ordered. Either 6,000 or 10,000.
