Important Reminders:
1.	Floats over 13 feet will not clear overhead cables.
2.	Driver of any entry must not be impaired.
3.	Float operators must have an adequate escape route.
4.	Political groups and individuals will be allowed to participate and should be entered in the community division
5.	Candy, etc., to be distributed on parade route MUST NOT BE THROWN FROM VEHICLES – IT MUST BE HANDED OUT BY WALKERS BESIDE ENTRY.  Please provide someone to walk beside the vehicle to prevent small children from running in front of float.
6.	Floats should be constructed with fire-retardant materials and have a fire extinguisher accompanying each entry.
7.  	Entries must complete the entire parade route or be disqualified.  Groups causing undue delay or gaps will be disqualified.  
8.  	Entries are required to provide and display an appropriate sign, banner, or slogan clearly identifying the sponsoring organization. 
9.  	Line-up begins at 7:30 at the corner of National and East Trafficway.  Line-up is organized on a first-come, first served basis.
10.	All entries are restricted to distributing information in a handbill no larger than 4.25” x 5.5” (1/4 letter size) to distribute to community members present during the parade.  The handbill may be two-sided.  
11.	All community entries are restricted from displaying or distributing any information with regards to alcohol (including “Happy Hour” or “Specials” information) as well as any display of alcoholic beverage company logos.  The Office of Student Engagement does not support alcohol use among students or community members.
12. 	The Missouri State University Homecoming Advisor has the right to refuse any parade entries that are in direct conflict with the mission, values and goals of the university.
