Homecoming Points Competition
Organizations will be divided into three separate divisions: Student Organizations, Residence Life, and Social Greek Organizations. They will compete for points throughout the week to win their respective division. Here is the competition breakdown:
This year, student organizations, residence life organizations (with approval from Residence Life), and social Greek organizations will be allowed to pair up with another organization within each division. However, even if an organization is paired, each organization is competing separately for overall points/rankings.
Clarification for competition in events: 
For example, if I Love Maroon Club and Underwater Basket Weaving Club are paired together and paint the Banner together for the Banner competition, they must enter that specific event as a pair. If they get first place in the event, I Love Maroon and the Underwater Basket Weaving Club will each receive 50 participation points and 150 additional placing points added to their total separately.
The other choice is to enter separately into an event, although they are paired. For example, I Love Maroon and Underwater Basket Weaving Club are paired together, but decide they each want to do their own banner. They must enter into the event SEPARATELY, thus competing against one another for rankings. 
Example: If I Love Maroon gets 1st and Underwater Basket Weaving Club gets 3rd, then I Love Maroon would have a total of 200 points earned from the event (50 for participation, 150 for 1st place points). Underwater Basket Weaving Club would have a total of 100 points earned from the event (50 for participation, 50 for 3rd place points).
Organizations CAN NOT double up on points. For example, you can not enter the Banner competition as a separate entry, as well as a Banner entry as a pair. You must choose one or the other. You may pick and choose which events you do together or separately, but that must be denoted on the entry forms within the Homecoming Packet, due Friday, September 25th at 5pm in the Office of Student Engagement, PSU 101.
Each pairing must submit their choice by Friday, September 25th at 5pm in the Office of Student Engagement, PSU 101. You must stay with this pairing throughout the entire Homecoming Competition. A student organization pairing cannot exceed three organizations and/or 250 people.

Candidate Applications are due in the Office of Student Engagement, PSU 101 by 5:00 pm on Wednesday, September 16, 2009. All requirements will be verified by the Homecoming Committee Advisor.  Applicants must make an appointment for an interview at the time the application is submitted.

An Informational Meeting for King and Queen Candidates will be on Thursday, September 24, 2009 at 4:00 pm.  This meeting will take place in PSU 315.

The King and Queen interviews will be on two different days.  Interviews for King Candidates will be on Tuesday, September 29, 2009 from 6:00 to 9:00 pm in PSU 311. The interviews for Queen Candidates will be on Wednesday, September 30, 2009 from 6:00 to 9:00 pm in PSU 311. 

The ten finalists and campaign managers are required to attend all meetings with the Homecoming Committee advisors and Royalty Chairperson.  Please refer to the calendar of events for dates, times, and locations or call the Office of Student Engagement, 836-4386. 
	The ten finalists are required to attend all activities during Homecoming Week which include: Window Painting/Chalk ‘N Rock, Decorate Downtown Springfield, Rocktoberfest/Mocktails, Rockstar:MSU, CanStruction, Up Til Dawn, Pep Rally/Bonfire, Chili Cook Off, Pumpkin Bust, Parade, Football Game and other designated Homecoming activities. King & Queen Election Guidelines

Section I: Filing Procedures
A.	Any registered student organization or University-sponsored group may nominate a candidate for Homecoming King and/or Queen.  He or she must meet the following qualifications:
	1.	Be enrolled as a full-time student.  For most undergraduate students, it is 12 or more credit hours.
	2.	Have a minimum cumulative grade point average of a 3.00 from MISSOURI STATE classes only.
	3.	Have accumulated a minimum of 60 credit hours at Missouri State.
	4.  	Must not have been a Homecoming Court member in previous years.
	5.	Must commit to complete 50 or more hours of community service during their one year reign.
B.	Each candidate or sponsoring group shall file a completed nomination packet with the Office of Student Engagement.  The nomination packets are available in this document.
The filing deadline for candidates will be 5:00 pm, Wednesday, September 16, 2009. 
	All required information must be completed and submitted to the Office of Student 
	Engagement by this deadline.  There will be NO EXCEPTIONS!!

Section II: Interview Panel
A.	Candidates for both King and Queen shall be interviewed by faculty/staff representatives from Missouri State and Springfield community members chosen by the Student Homecoming Committee.  The panel will then select five (5) finalists for both King and Queen.
B.	The interview process shall be as follows:
	1.	Each year there shall be one panel to select king candidates and queen candidates.
	2.	Each candidate will be interviewed by a committee.
C.	The interview panels shall judge candidates on the following criteria:
	1.	University Involvement
	2.	Personal Presentation
	3.	Personality and communication skills
	4.	Scholarship
D.	Each judge will score all the candidates they interview. The candidates with the top five scores will be selected for court.  In case of a tie for fifth place, the Judges will discuss those candidates tied and select the fifth member of court.

Section III: Election Procedures
A. 	The final election will be held throughout Homecoming Week. The election will take place October 26th  through October 30th. The polls will open at 12:01 am on October 26th and close at 5:00 pm on October 30th.
B.	The election shall follow online election procedures based on the Election Bylaws of the Student Government Association.  Any current Missouri State student shall be allowed to vote.  Voting is accessed through http://studentorganizations.missouristate.edu/elections.
C.	Each voter may vote for a candidate in each category in the election.
Section IV: Campaign Procedures
A.	The finalists for royalty will be posted not more than three days following interviews outside the Office of Student Engagement.  The Royalty Chairperson will hold a meeting with the candidates and their campaign managers within two school days of this posting.
B. 	The only form of publicity prior to the election shall be buttons, nametags, badges, and no more than seventy-five (75) posters on designated campus bulletin boards.  These shall be displayed no sooner than 7:00 am on Monday, October 26, 2009.  Posters shall be no larger than 11”x17” or a size designated in the University Advertising, Distribution and Solicitation Policies.  A maximum of 125 posters may be distributed to Residence Life, Hammons House 101, 836-5838, for posting in the Halls, in addition to the 75 posters for campus distribution.
C.        If at any time a poster is disfigured, torn, mutilated, or stolen, it may be replaced with the written or email approval of the Homecoming Committee Advisor.

D.        Posters may be displayed on departmental bulletin boards with permission of the department heads.  All postings must follow the Solicitation and Advertising Policies of the University, which can be found on-line at www.missouristate.edu/studev/policies.
E.        Posters may not be displayed on any glass, marble, trees, sidewalks, painted walls, or
painted poles any time during the campaign.  Permission granted by faculty or administrators to supersede these rules will not be recognized or allowed.
F.	“THE BLITZ”, will begin at 11:00pm on Sunday, October 25, 2009, the evening before 
elections begin.  Candidates and supporters will be allowed to display posters, banners, and sandwich boards based on a first come-first serve basis.  All campaigners must meet in the North Mall area at 10:45 pm prior to distribution of materials.  These forms of publicity may be removed if they are in bad taste as deemed by the Student Homecoming Committee or the Homecoming Committee Advisor.  These are in addition to the 175 mentioned in Paragraph B of this section.

G.        Flyers may not be distributed on the days of elections; however, candy or other items 
deemed appropriate by the Homecoming Committee Advisor may be distributed with small (no larger than 4.25” x 5.5”) flyers.  These flyers may contain candidate information, but MUST advertise a University Homecoming Event (such as the parade or football game) that the candidate is sponsoring.  During a royalty meeting each candidate will draw for the Homecoming activity they need to advertise.  
No flyers or campaign material of any sort shall be distributed through campus mail or through door-to-door solicitation.  

H.        There will be a limit on campaign expenditures. No candidate may exceed $400 in
      actual campaign expenses with proof of receipts.  This limit will include donations, gifts, 
	services, and actual cash outlays for expenses.  The Royalty Chair will determine the 
value of donated items.  An expense report must be turned in to the Homecoming Committee Advisor (PSU 101) by 5:00 pm on Thursday, October 29, 2009.  Failure to do so will result in the sponsoring student organization(s) receiving a notice they are ineligible to sponsor a candidate the following year.
I.          No candidates or campaign managers or their names and likenesses may appear on 
	television or radio unless under the auspices of the University Homecoming Committee 
 	or the MISSOURI STATE News Services Office.
J.  	Candidates may meet with up to 15 student organizations in an attempt to gain their support starting Wednesday, October 7, 2009.  
K.         Any banners displayed outside offices must have written permission from these offices, 
the permission letter being filed in the Office of Student Engagement. Any off-campus banner displays must be approved by the Homecoming Committee Advisor.  See “N” for more banner rules and regulations.  All banners and/or flyers must have the sponsoring event information on it.  NO banner and/or flyer will be allowed to be posted without the event information on it.  

L.         “All calls” (announcements over the residence halls public address system) will not be  
      permitted.
M. 	The candidates must clean up the campus by 5:00 pm on Friday, October 30, 2009.  
This includes picking up flyers, etc. that were used to advertise his/her candidacy. 
	Failure to do so may result in IMMEDIATE DISQUALIFICATION OF THE 	
CANDIDATE or the sponsoring organization being disqualified from participating 
	in sponsoring a royalty candidate the following year.
N.        Banners must be designed on a regular twin size sheet or smaller and hung on buildings  
with duct tape.  You must receive permission from the administrator of any building that you will be hanging a banner on.  All fencing, which includes construction, and wood are off limits.  The only exception is the fence on the north side of the Plaster Sports Complex.  The number of banners allowed for on-campus display is 5.  Candidates may hang up to 3 banners at off-campus locations with approval from the Homecoming Committee Advisor.  Banner details will be discussed and further explained at campaign meetings.

O.	Sidewalk chalk is permitted as a form of advertising. Please refer to the chalking policy at http://www.missouristate.edu/judicial/23800.htm

	·	Not turning in requested items on time, (i.e. poster list, proposed budget of expenses)
	·	Appearance in unauthorized TV/radio spots publicizing candidacy
	·	Early or over-campaigning with student organizations
	·	Campaigning at polling places on the day of elections

Each participating student organization will be partnered with a downtown Springfield establishment.  This event will run through the entire week of homecoming, beginning with decoration set up on Monday, October 26, and ending with decoration tear down on Monday, November 2.  It will be the responsibility of your organization to reflect the spirit and pride of the 2009 Missouri State Homecoming theme with exciting and appropriate decorations.  Decorations are to be visible from the outside (ex: window paintings) and are to be completed with great responsibility and tactfulness.  Each organization is to remember that they are representing Missouri State University and should reflect their school pride in their decorations.
The following is a detailed list of regulations that each organization must strictly follow in order to avoid disqualification and point penalties: 
Organizations will be paired up with a business by the Homecoming Committee. Please do not contact businesses as they have already been contacted. 

There is no limit on budgets for the decoration supplies.  Organizations should take into consideration that judging will not be based on the total amount of decoration, but by the ingenuity behind the design concept.

Decoration will take place on Monday, October 26, 2009.  Organizations can begin decorating at11:00am and are to be finished at 3:00pm.  Any organization continuing to decorate after 3:00pm will be disqualified. Judging will begin at 3:30pm.

Decorations are to be visible from the outside.  Organizations should contain their decorations and designs to parts of the building that can be visible to someone passing by the building.  Decorations should not be hung in the interior lobbies, meeting rooms, or conference areas. DO NOT DISRUPT THE NORMAL BUSINESS DEALINGS OF THE ESTABLISHMENT.  In the event of a filed complaint or the resulting lack of cooperation, the student organization will be disqualified from the event and eligibility for next year’s event will be pending.

Organizations must have decorations down by 11:00 a.m. on Monday, November 2, 2009.  Any organization whose decorations are not cleaned up by this time will be disqualified from next year’s event.

The consumption of alcoholic beverages by participants prior to or during the decoration period or decoration tear down is strictly prohibited.
	** This event is a Missouri State sponsored function/activity. The Missouri State Alcohol Policy does apply and is stated as follows:
The unlawful possession, use, or distribution of alcohol is prohibited on University property, in conjunction with University activities, and in conjunction with student organization events.  Prohibited unlawful use includes violation of Missouri law prohibiting possession or use of alcohol by persons under 21 years of age and all other state and federal laws regulating the use, possession, or distribution of alcohol and drugs.  “University activities” include those activities that are planned, promoted, or sponsored by a University department or other University subdivision.
7.	Any entry may be removed and disqualified from the competition if, in the opinion of event officials, the entry suggests or provides any profane language or action, vulgar or sexually suggestive material, or anything perceived as promoting the use of alcohol and the illegal use of drugs.
The Homecoming Committee reserves the right to do spot checks of all entries regarding progress, decoration procedures, and the regulation of event rules and University policies.  Any organization, in the opinion of event officials, which is not cooperating with policies or rules, will be disqualified.

9.	A representative from each organization must check-in with an event staff member at (location is TBA) before the organization can begin decorating.  The representative must sign for the organization in acknowledgement of all event rules and University policies and provide an additional diagram of the intended decoration design.  All decorating materials intended for use in the design must be provided for inspection by the event staff.  Any organization refusing to cooperate will be disqualified from the event.  All organization must check out and have their area checked for cleanliness.

HOMECOMING 2009 PARADE INFORMATION AND GUIDELINES

The Missouri State Homecoming Parade is the highlight of Homecoming for many students, faculty, staff, alumni and community members.  The streets of John Q. Hammons Parkway and Holland will be lined with people Saturday morning while over 100 entries participate in the parade.

All entries are subject to approval form the Homecoming Parade Chairs and the Homecoming Committee Advisor.  They reserve the right to refuse any entry that is not in good taste or in the best interest of the Homecoming festivities.

The parade is scheduled for Saturday, October 31st, 2009, at 9:00 am.  All entries --floats, 	walking, animal entries and decorated cars -- must arrive between 7:30 am and 8:30 am to be entered into the parade.

The parade staging (line-up area) will take place on East Trafficway between National and John Q. Hammons.  Parade entries MUST drive in from National (for floats, walking, or car entries).  

3.  	All non-band entries are to enter the parade staging area at the intersection of National and East Trafficway.

4.  	The theme is “The Ultimate Adventure”		
5.  	This Year’s Opponent: Illinois State (Colors – Red and White; Mascot – Redbirds)
6.  	Competition divisions (for cash prizes) for Missouri State student organizations:

7.  	Divisions for non-competition entries (no cash prize for winners):

8.  	Competition for non-University organizations and businesses:
	A plaque will be awarded to the top three overall non-University, organization or business winners. This includes all non-university decorated cars, floats, walking entries, and animal entries. Political entries are excluded.

9.  	Definitions of entries: (No entries may be re-defined after the entry form has been submitted.)
	Please note, organizations may enter more than one entry in a different division.
Float:  A float is anything being pulled by a vehicle or self-propelled wagon.  If your organization is using something other than a vehicle to pull the float, permission must be obtained from the Homecoming Committee Advisor, by the deadline date of Friday, October 9th, 2009.
Each entry must also submit how many participants will be riding on the float the day of the parade.  This number must be submitted when turning in the float entry form to the Office of Student Engagement.  The entry forms will be reviewed by the Homecoming Parade Chairs and the Homecoming Committee Advisor. 
Decorated Car:  A car is defined as a vehicle requiring a standard automobile license to operate.	
Walking:  Walking Entries are defined as any group walking through the parade with similar dress style, synchronized movement, or organized choreography.  
Animal Entries:  Any parade entry that consists of animals.  Each animal is required to have a clean-up crew.  All animals must be controlled by means of a harness, halter, or leash if not otherwise contained.  Animals may by no means be cruelly exploited, endangered or abused in the process of this entry.  For example, it is okay to properly ride on a horse, but not okay to have an animal in a cage on display.
Political Entries:  This entry is defined as any entry into the parade that represents a political party and is participating in the parade for political gain, such as being elected to office. This entry is not eligible for cash or community prizes.	
(The Homecoming Co-Parade Chairs will determine the division in questionable situations)
10.  	Number of entries: An organization may enter only once in any division.  Each unit is to be officially entered in the parade (separate entry forms) and they must be decorated to the Parade Co-Chair’s satisfaction.  (Note: Any vehicle pulling a float should be decorated and will be considered part of the float.) Each entry will be judged separately.  This also means that an organization’s entries will be separated by other parade entries when blending of entries occurs. So be prepared!

11.     	There is no limit on budgets for floats.  However, it might be pointed out that a winning float is more the product of ingenuity than costly materials.  Absolutely no companies promoting alcohol will be allowed to be used as sponsors. (i.e. Budweiser, Brown Derby, etc.)

12.	Candidates for political office may fill out off-campus entry forms.  No speeches for candidates will be allowed.

13.       Entry Blank: Organizations must complete the appropriate entry form and submit it to 
       the Office of Student Engagement, by 5:00 pm Friday October 9th, 2009.  Only one entry per form.

14.  	Prize money to be awarded to Missouri State Student Organizations for the following four categories:

Prize money should be picked up in the Office of Student Engagement, PSU 101, four to six weeks after Homecoming.
15.    	Any entry may be removed from the parade and competition if, in the opinion of the parade officials, the entry is operated in a hazardous manner or because of the misbehavior of individuals or animals associated with the entry.  Entries will be removed immediately if the presence of alcohol is detected.
16.     	The consumption of alcoholic beverages or use of any illegal substances by participants prior to and during the parade is strictly prohibited.  The parade is a Missouri State sponsored function/activity.  The Missouri State alcohol policy does apply to all individuals in the parade and is stated as follows:
The unlawful possession, use, or distribution of alcohol is prohibited on University property, in conjunction with University activities, and in conjunction with student organization events.  Prohibited unlawful use includes violation of the Missouri law prohibiting possession or use of alcohol by persons under 21 years of age and all other state and federal laws regulating use, possession, or distribution of alcohol and drugs.  "University activities" include those activities that are planned, promoted, or sponsored by a University department or other University subdivision.  
This policy is explicitly stated in the Annual Notice to Students and Employees.

17.  	The Homecoming Committee reserves the right to do spot checks of all entries regarding alcohol being present on the entry.  The Springfield Police Department will also be present in the line-up area to confiscate any alcohol present.  They will cite and/or arrest persons they feel violate alcohol laws (public intoxication, minor in possession, driving under the influence, etc.)  This will also result in further disciplinary sanctions through the Missouri State University Judicial System.  Alcohol related situations will most likely result in the immediate disqualification of your entry, even if the entry is shared with multiple organizations and other groups participating are uninvolved in the situation.  Choose your partners wisely.

18.  	All float entries must select two (2) representatives from each organization to be their Float Safety Monitors.  These people will help monitor and control the participants in the float line-up area.  These individuals’ names must be submitted with the float entry form and they must attend the mandatory parade meeting mentioned later in guidelines. 
19.     	Entries must clearly identify the sponsoring organization’s name on both sides for the purpose of judging (must be spelled out).
20.  	Walking entries are required to provide and display an appropriate banner to identify the sponsoring organization (must be spelled out).
21.  	Please remember that because of traffic signals and other obstructions, floats must be less than 13 feet in height and less than 20 feet wide.
22.  	If you intend to distribute candy, balloons, or other items, you must provide an appropriate number of people to walk beside the vehicle to keep small children from running in front or around the vehicle.  All candy must be sealed and individually wrapped.  Candy WILL NOT be thrown into the crowds.
23.  	All entries must be constructed of fire resistant materials as required by fire codes.
24. 	It is important that we have accurate contact and phone information for each entry submitted.  The parade contact for each entry must be present with the entry throughout the entire parade.  The person responsible for the parade entry will be the primary contact for the day of the parade to the Homecoming Committee.  The phone numbers listed on the application should be someone we can reach weekdays from 8:00 am to 5:00 pm, as well as evenings after 5:00 pm.
25.      	Staging (line-up) is determined on a first-come, first served basis.  Check-in begins at 7:30 am at the corner of National and E. Trafficway.  Entries will check-in and line-up in the appropriate lane according to the entry classification.
