The focus on methamphetamine was timely. While significant legislative and
enforcement efforts have resulted in a decrease in home methamphetamine
labs, its use remains high, particularly in this area of the country. Meth has
linked to the high incidence of domestic and child abuse in southwest Missouri &
increases in crime. The highly toxic nature of this drug has significant adverse e
on memory, thinking and reasoning. Recent surveys show that high school and ¢
students remain dangerously unaware of the risks and potent effects of meth.
