A lot of internships will look for volunteer/work experience and participation in social committees so being an SDA officer is a great way to gain that edge over other applicants!


The positions available:


President: present at all meetings of the association and responsible for leadership in the overall planning of the organization. 


Vice-President: Help president with duties, organize Relay for Life and other fundraising opportunities.


Secretary: Keep record of all correspondence with SDA, record minutes of meetings and report all SDA events to the officers.


Treasurer: Keep a record of all receipts and disbursements, custodian of all funds, keep pa current list of all members (active and honorary)


Activities Coordinator: Responsible for planning and arranging of suitable programs for the meetings, maintenance of the bulletin board, coordinate social activities.  If anyone has interest of knowledge on setting up websites…the SDA one could use some help.  Bet you didn’t know we had a website!


Historian:  Keeps record of the history and all activities of the SDA, scrapbook of photos, newspaper articles, writing, etc.


Publicity Coordinator: Disperse publicity concerning meetings, events, and activities.  Also post monthly calendars.


SGA Senator: Represent SDA at student government Association meetings, report SGA information to the SDA.
