 The Dr. Joyce J. Waldron Family and Consumer Sciences Education Scholarship was established in 

1998 upon the retirement of Dr. Waldron from 24 years of service in the Department of Consumer and Family 

Studies at Missouri State University.  Her dedication to the education of future Family and Consumer Sciences 

teachers has been recognized by national, state, and local leaders as well as students and colleagues on the 

campus of Missouri State University. 

 The endowment for the scholarship was contributed to by former students through various fund-raising 

activities and by alumni, friends, colleagues, and Dr. Waldron.  Alumna chose to name the scholarship for Dr. 

Waldron in recognition of her dedication to the profession of teaching Family and Consumer Sciences. 

The 2009 Scholarship amount will be approximately $500.00 

 

The Scholarship applicants must meet the following criteria: 

 

 Specialization in the area of Family and Consumer Sciences Education with the intent of 

continuing in the profession. 

 

 Junior or Senior standing with at least one semester left to complete before graduation. 

 

 GPA of 2.70 overall and 3.00 in classes in the Department 

 

Applications will be screened and the top applicants selected by the scholarship committee will be 

individually interviewed.  Candidates will be notified of the exact time of the interview.
