READINGS IN MARKETING

COURSE ELIGIBILITY AND CATALOG DESCRIPTION/OBJECTIVES:  Prerequisite: permission.  Planned readings designed to intensify and supplement the study of marketing.

CREDIT HOURS:  The student may sign up for 1 or 2 credits.  It is advised that each student discuss the hours needed with the Marketing Advisor in the Advisement Center (first floor) so that elective 300+ hour requirements can be optimized.

NATURE OF THE COURSE:  This course offers students who are usually in their last year of study the opportunity to study readings of a particular specialization area in marketing.  

SPECIFIC ASSIGNMENTS:  

ONE CREDIT -
The student is to read one book in a specialized field of marketing.


TWO CREDITS -
The student is to read two books in a specialized field of marketing.


Each book is to be approved by the professor BEFORE the beginning of the semester.  When you find a book(s) at a bookstore, please call the marketing department office (417-836-5413) and ask a secretary to see if the book has been reviewed before.  If not, then it is acceptable.  After reading the book(s) the student will prepare a well-written evaluation of the book(s), critically analyzing them according to the following topic areas: introduction, strengths, weaknesses, opportunities, threats (according to what SWOT technique means as defined by marketing and management strategy).  The paper should be at least 10 pages in length per report, and it will probably be longer to cover the material. You are to turn in your book(s) with the report(s).  No materials turned in are to be returned.


STUDENT FACULTY MEETINGS: - It is the responsibility of the student to make appointments with the faculty advisor for this course of study if they desire to meet with the professor.  The meetings can be regular or sporadic, depending on the needs of the student and faculty member.  There is NO EXCUSE for not meeting on an as needed basis with your advisor/professor.  Of course, fax, email and telephone communication are an accepted format, particularly for students away from Springfield.


PAPERS DUE DATES: - For a two-credit course, the first paper is due the day noted as “mid-semester.” 

If one credit, or for two credits the final paper is due:


FALL SEMESTER:  DUE THE FIRST MONDAY IN DECEMBER BY 5:00PM.


SPRING SEMESTER: DUE THE FIRST MONDAY IN MAY BY 5:00PM.


SUMMER SEMESTER:  DUE THE THIRD MONDAY IN JULY BY 5:00PM.


Remember to turn your book(s) in with the report(s).  

Plus/Minus grading will not be utilized in this course.
