DOCUMENTED EXCUSED ABSENCE: In order to make up work in this class, you must have a documented excused absence.  This is defined as 1) an emergency, or 2) a university sanctioned event for which you can provide proof of the nature of the emergency or event.  Accepted emergencies include: 1) medical emergencies in which the physician has indicated in writing that you are unable to attend class on a particular day, 2) death in the immediate family or the death of a grand parent which you can document, or 3) a documented medical emergency in which you or an immediate family member or grandparent is hospitalized (emergencies are not elective or planned procedures).  These may be submitted to the instructor for approval after the fact.  University sanctioned events include any university sponsored events in which you are a participant and your participation is required.  These must be university sponsored events.  You must provide documentation from the sponsor and your absence must be pre-approved by the instructor.  Your participation in your part of the debate project and weekly quizzes cannot be made up regardless of the nature of the absence.

Cell Phone Policy:
