Exact dates of the assignments and exams will be announced at least one week in advance.  If for some reason you are unable to make it to class on the date of the exam, you must notify the instructor in advance in order to make arrangements to take the test before graded exams are returned to the students.  Graded exams are almost always returned during the next class period.  A student may take only one exam that is not during the regularly scheduled exam periods.  If a student is unable to make-up a test (or misses an exam) and has a valid reason for not being able to take the test, the percentage score on the final will be used to substitute for the missed exam grade.  No exams will be dropped in determining the final grade.

If a student believes a question has been graded incorrectly, he/she must write at the top of the test which question should be re-examined and why.  The test must be returned to the instructor no later than one week after the test answers are reviewed in class.   If the exam is not returned to the instructor, the grade is final and the students may keep the exam (or any graded material) for their records.  Students should retain all graded material returned to them as their protection for the possibility that a grade was not correctly recorded on the instructor’s computer grade file.

Suggested wording on dropping a class: (not required by the Faculty Handbook) 

It is your responsibility to understand the University’s procedure for dropping a class. Suggested wording on cell phone policy: (not required by the Faculty Handbook) 

As a member of the learning community, each student has a responsibility to other students who are members of the community.  When cell phones or pagers ring and students respond in class or leave class to respond, it disrupts the class.  Therefore, the Office of the Provost prohibits the use by students of cell phones, pagers, PDAs, or similar communication devices during scheduled classes.  All such devices must be turned off or put in a silent (vibrate) mode and ordinarily should not be taken out during class.  Given the fact that these same communication devices are an integral part of the University’s emergency notification system, an exception to this policy would occur when numerous devices activate simultaneously.  When this occurs, students may consult their devices to determine if a university emergency exists.  If that is not the case, the devices should be immediately returned to silent mode and put away.  Other exceptions to this policy may be granted at the discretion of the instructor.
