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Summer Golf Scramble 
 
 
GENERAL RULES 

1. Please respect the course.  We are guests of the facility and they have graciously allowed us to use their course.   
 

2. PLEASE REPLACE YOUR DIVOTS.  If your ball gets in the sand trap(s), please rake the sand after the use(s). 
 

3. No alcohol or coolers will be allowed on the course during competition. 
 

4. Know your ball.  Do not pick up any other balls up. 
 

5. In order to keep things moving, do not spend a long time looking for a lost ball.  Play a provisional ball if you need one. 
 

6. Registration will be done on an individual or 2-person team basis.  Individuals can pair up into 2-person teams to play. 
 

7. Scramble format will be used.  In a scramble, each player tees off on each hole. The best of the tee shots is selected and all 
players play their second shots from that spot. The best of the second shots is determined, then all play their third shots 
from that spot, and so on until the ball is holed. 
 

8. Turn in your scores after completing the 9 holes.  Cards need to be returned to the Pro Shop.  If you fail to turn in a 
scorecard, you will not receive a score for the scramble.  Do not leave without turning in your scorecard. 
 

9. If the ball lies next to a tree or bush, you can move the ball one club length relief even or away from hole.   
 

10. For your safety, please watch for holes or other hazards on the course. 
 

11. There will be no mulligans. 
 

12. Final Results will be available online after the event.  Championship t-shirts will be awarded to the event winners.
