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If you have not completed any degree, or plan to get an Associate of Arts degree or the 42-hour block at 
OTC before transferring to Missouri State, please try to include the courses in the table below when 
possible.  All students are encouraged to contact an advisor in the Department of Nursing prior to 
pursuing BSN prerequisites or general education courses. It is not always beneficial to complete the 
associate of arts degree prior to transferring to Missouri State in this program. 

Transfer students must be admitted to Missouri State University, then may apply for admission into the 
BSN program.  The BSN program application deadline is January 31 to begin the program in the following 
summer term.  The selection for this program is highly competitive due to the large number of applicants 
each year.

Students may elect to transfer to Missouri State for entry into the generic BSN program in two ways:   

1. Students may transfer any previous coursework to Missouri State, which includes prerequisites or 
general education courses taken at OTC or at other accredited institutions of higher learning.  
This transferred course work may or may not complete all of the prerequisites of the BSN 
program or general education requirements of Missouri State.  



2. Students may complete an associate of arts degree at OTC prior to transferring to Missouri 
State.  In this case, all of the student’s general education requirements, except for the GEP 397 
Capstone course, will be met.  The student still must meet the BSN prerequisites.    

The Missouri State BSN program does have an LPN Bridge.  Students with an LPN license may take a 2-
credit hour skills class in the Nursing Dept at Missouri State.  If the student completes the class with a “B” 
or higher, they may waive NUR 303 in their first summer in the program and NUR 304 in their first fall in 
the program.  This would save the student 4 credit hours of course work.
