on the 2000 Census. That is
about 14 percent of us!

Do you like working with and around animals? This job may be for you. Unlike regular veterinarian,
a zoo vet gives you a chance to work with a variety of exotic animals by addressing their physical, medical, and dietary need S.

Zoo veterinarians must know how to treat many kinds of animal health issues, from ingrown toenails to kidney disease. They

take many types of samples for laboratory analysis and know howtoreadx -r ays of giraffefds necks, croc
vertebrae. Zoo vets take regular inventories of the coat, skin, teeth, ears, eyes, heart and lungs of the animals under thei r

care. Getting an education in zoo medicine takes longer than the usual four year degree and often requires certification wit ha

state or national agency. Some people even choose to specialize in a certain branch of medicine, such as, dentistry, surgery , or

opht hal mol ogy.
