When the deadly tornado hit Joplin, Missouri, Missouri Southern State University was utilized as an emergency shelter.  It was because of students that were trained in emergency shelter preparedness through the American Red Cross, that many lives were saved and people had a place to go.

There will be an opportunity for up to 40 students to participate in Shelter Training through the American Red Cross on February 18th from 8:30am to 3:30pm.  All participants will become trained in how to run a shelter and further be certified to be utilized in any shelters that occur in town on a regular basis, during an emergency, and can optionally be deployed in case of a major disaster in the United States.   The cost is free. 

Further, participants will be going to Joplin on a different day (TBD) to do service and get a tour of Missouri Southern and how the shelter was used there.  Cost of gas to Joplin and back will be compensated.
