NEW COURSE

 This proposal was withdrawn because it was submitted to EPPC Review in error. 
 
EDC 350-School & Society 
 Dr. Karen Engler spoke to the proposal. This will allow transfer students to enroll 

 concurrently with EDC 150.

EDT 661-Online Teaching & Pedagogy 
 Dr. Ching-Wen Chang spoke to the proposal. The course description has been revised 

 to better reflect what is currently taking place in the class.

SPE 714-Professional Issues & Assessment in Orientation of Mobility with Diverse Populations 
 Dr. Becky Swearingen spoke to the proposal. The proposal is reducing what is covered
