ANALYSIS OF FALL 2006 MISSOURI STATE-WP ENROLLMENT

The names and social security numbers of 1,596 students who are enrolled for the fall 2006 semester at Missouri State
University-West Plains were matched against the Missouri State student data system. The following data were generated.

1. Of the 1,596 students 1,344 (84.2 percent) had not attended Missouri State (unless prior to 1984).

2. 98 (6.6 percent) of the 1,596 students were cross-enrolled for the fall 2006 semester.

3. 50 students applied for admission or readmission to Missouri State for the fall 2006 semester but chose to
enroll at Missouri State-WP instead. Of these, 46 had never attended Missouri State before. Of the 46 new
applicants to Missouri State, 29 were admitted, 6 were denied, and 11 had incomplete credentials (e.g., we had

not received required transcripts).
