Description of Proposed Project
a. General Description of Proposal 

ClearStream educates visitors with clear bags, restricted openings, and bold signage. Putting clean recyclables into a clear recycling bag becomes automatic. The result is maximum recycling rates with minimal contamination (0-3% on average). There are currently over 750,000 ClearStream units are in use.

These Recycling and Trash bins are durable, easy to see and understand, and easy to move. All of these factors will help the tailgate area be a more sustainable event.  
b. Proposal Details 

Purchasing 25 SingleStream bins and a transporter then strategically placing throughout the tailgate to alleviate the huge influx of recyclable material that occurs during tailgate. The model SingleStream is chosen because it allows for the aluminum as well as cardboard to be recycled. The bins can be used in any type of weather, they are made to be sturdy, but if strong winds occur sandbags can be placed on the bottom of the frame to keep them in place.
