Teacher education program requirements: 

• At least a 2.75 GPA on all course work attempted at all colleges attended 
• At least a 3.00 GPA in professional education courses 
• At least a 3.00 GPA in any additional certificate subject area

• OTC students are strongly encouraged to meet with their major specific MSU transfer advisor early in their OTC education to discuss the most appropriate OTC coursework for their intended MSU major, MSU degree requirements,
