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PRACTICUM FAQ’s

· WHEN DO I DO MY PRACTICUM?

All practicums start in January, the first day of the Spring semester

· HOW LONG IS MY PRACTICUM?

Your first practicum is 400 hours. This is the Generalist practicum, for those students who do not have a BSW. The second practicum (Advanced Generalist practicum) is 500 hours. Students have the option to complete all practicum hours in one semester or complete an extended practicum, which will continue through the Summer semester.

· HOW MANY HOURS PER WEEK ARE REQUIRED?

Generalist Practicum: Approximately 25 hours for one semester practicum and approximately 17 hours for extended practicum

Advanced Generalist Practicum: Approximately 32 hours for one semester practicum and approximately 21 hours for extended practicum

· HOW DO I FIND A PRACTICUM?

Students will meet with the Field Coordinator one-on-one to discuss placement options. Students should come to the meeting with ideas for their practicum.

· CAN I WORK AND DO MY PRACTICUM?

Some students are able to work and complete their practicum hours. It is encouraged that if students work during their practicum semester, they consider completing the extended practicum.

· ARE PRACTICUMS PAID?

Do not count on your practicum to be paid.

· CAN I DO MY PRACTICUM WHERE I WORK?

If your company can provide you with new learning, you have someone who has a master’s degree that will oversee your learning, and you complete necessary paperwork, there is a chance that you would be able to complete your practicum at your company.
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
