Missouri State University policies governing the recognition of fraternity and sorority housing include the requirement that houses be maintained in a safe, clean, and sanitary condition in accordance with health and building codes of the City of Springfield.  In acknowledging the reduced occupancy and irregular maintenance in recognized fraternity and sorority housing between semesters, and in anticipation of move-in activities, membership recruitment activities, and the necessity for emphasis upon safety, the following areas have been reviewed. 

1. Exit Lights and Emergency Lights.  Lights that indicate an escape exit are required in some locations, and they must be functional.  Emergency lights are battery-operated lights that work in case of power failure.  These units must be in operating condition with all bulbs in place. 

2. Smoke Alarms.  These are required items that are easily checked by pushing the test button.  The usual trouble is a bad or missing battery.

3. Fire Extinguishers.  Fire extinguishers are easily checked by observing the gauge, and should be available in the proper location. 

4. Sprinkler System (if applicable).  Sprinkler heads must be clear of anything that may prevent them from working.  Sprinkler systems must work.

5. Fire Evacuation Plans.  You must have a fire evacuation plan provided for each resident of the House, posted on all residents’ room doors.  This must also   be posted on or near every exit. 
6. Exit Ways Clear.  Exit ways from different locations within the house must be maintained – clear of trash, bicycles, coke machines, etc.

7. Storage around Furnaces and Water Heaters.  Basically, nothing should be stored near them, no flammable item stored in the same room with them, etc.

8. Electrical Items (Extension Cords).  These items are some of the leading causes of home fires.  As a rule, no extension cords should be allowed.  All electrical switches should be properly covered with plates.  Remember, all electrical work should be done with the approval of the City Electrical Inspector.
