Important notes about this MSU Major: 125 total credit hours for both the AAT and the BSED degrees. You must start at MSU in the final term of your Associates Degree. The course work is blended between the two institutions. You do not need to finish your AAT before beginning MSU-Springfield, but to complete your General Education Requirements you must complete your Associates Degree.
