BRINGING A BICYCLE?

There are bicycle racks located throughout campus,
including outside all of our residence halls and
dining centers.

WHEN CAN | MOVE IN?

The check-in process will occur August 13-16, in which
move-in times will be selected or assigned. If you are
part of a group who moves in early such as Ursa, Band,
Football, etc. your program coordinator will contact
you with additional details.

Move-in day/time scheduling is available now,
through July 25 if you have a housing assignment.

HOW TO MOVE IN

Be sure to bring a photo ID with you (preferably your
BearPass Student ID). If you are arriving between
August 13-15 you will begin the process of checking
in at Kentwood Hall. To navigate to the check-in
area through a GPS system or app, search 701 E. St.
Louis St., Springfield, MO 65806. This will direct you
to the North side of the building. Follow the signs
to enter the lane according to your building. You
will receive the keys to your room, mailbox, and an
access card for your building, without having to leave
your car! Kentwood residents will receive separate
instructions via email, closer to move-in.

After you have received your check-in items, follow
the move-in map and roadside signage to your
building where you can unload. Immediately after
unloading, please be sure to move your car to a
designated parking lot to allow other families the
ability to unload near their building.

MOVE-IN ASSISTANCE

Each August our Bear Crew, comprised of students,
faculty, and staff, joins together to welcome our Bears
to campus and assist them moving their belongings
into their residence hall. Bear Crew will be stationed
at buildings during peak move-in times, to assist in
the move-in process. We have a limited number of
luggage carts and rolling bins available for use, but
you are also welcome to bring your own dolly or cart.

DINING INFO

Dining options will begin August 13 for those moving
in. Instructions will be provided at check-in to use
August 13. University meal plans will begin August 14,
when students will present their BearPass student ID
to utilize their meal plans.

Meal times will be posted in each lobby and online.

MOVE-IN DAY PARKING

We will provide an unloading pass for your residence
hall to place in each vehicle. This pass is valid only
while unloading in front of your building during your
scheduled move-in time.

After unloading, you may park in any of the residence
hall lots, Bear Park North or Bear Park South parking
garage.

PARKING PERMITS

You must have a residence hall room assignment
and be registered for fall classes before requesting a
parking permit. On-campus parking permits may be
purchased online or in-person at the Transportation
Services office.

Students are issued permits for the parking lots based
on their residence hall assignment. Students with a
red or green parking pass may park only in a lot with
a sign matching their permit’s color.

If you are in need of accessible parking, you must have
a university parking permit as well as a state-issued
disabled placard or license plate.

GET READY TO STOP, DROP
AND ROLL

Make sure you're ready to roll once you arrive on
campus. We ask that you STOP your car, DROP off
your belongings, and ROLL your car to a parking lot,
to allow other students and families the opportunity
to unload close to the building. Please do not leave
your car unattended during unloading.

BE PREPARED

Parking regulations are enforced on campus 24-hours
a day, 7 days a week. Find the university parking map
online, know the policies, procedures, and guidelines
and realize that spaces are limited. Campus is busiest
between 8 a.m. through 5 p.m. on weekdays.

If you can’t find an empty spot in your preferred lot,
try north parking lots (Bear Park North, 44 and 31
then take a BearLine shuttle to your destination. The
university reserves the right to close specific lots
to permit holders for use during special events or
maintenance.

COMPUTER LABS

A fully equipped 24-hour computer lab is provided in
all residence halls. Computers in these labs offer the
latest in hardware and software technology, including
Microsoft Office 365.

TV STREAMING

On-campus residents can stream TV on their phone,
tablet, computer, or TV by way of Roku or Amazon
Fire TV stick. Students log into the Streeme TV
app and have access to watch 80 different live TV
channels. Residents will also be provided with a HBO
Max account for free.

PRINTING

Each residence hall has a front desk printer that
residents can use for free. Every resident is given
350 pages to print per semester (double-sided pages
only count as one page). Pages do not roll over to
the next semester. If you need more pages added to
your account, contact the ResNet office; the cost is
100 pages/$5.00.

Students are also able to print at the Meyer Library
and other campus computer labs using your BearPrint
allotment. Residents can bring their own personal
printers but wireless printers are not allowed.

FEES AND PAYMENTS

Housing and meal plan fees will be placed on
students’ university accounts in August for the fall
and in January for the spring. Students who are
eligible to use My Payment Plan will find the terms
and conditions on the Financial Services website.
All payments should be made online or payable to
Missouri State University and sent directly to the
Bursar’s Office.

SAFETY

Our campus and residence halls offer an on-campus
Springfield police substation, electronic card
access entry system, evening Safe Walk service, 24-
hour reception desk staffing, BearShield app, and
deadbolts and peepholes on all residence hall doors.
We expect students to understand that the safety and
security of each residence hall depends in part upon
the students’ own actions.

Residents are asked to watch out for and protect their
“home away from home” and the members of their
community. All residence hall exterior doors are only
accessible by residents of that building, using their
access card. Allowing someone to enter behind you
without a resident escorting them or without using
an access card, should be actively discouraged by all
residents. Students should lock their door(s) behind
them when they go out (even if they just go down the
hall) and when they are sleeping. Never loan out your
key or access card to someone else.

ROOMMATE SUCCESS TIPS
COMMUNICATE EFFECTIVELY

Living with roommate(s) can be a fun and enriching
experience. The key to a successful roommate
experience is communication. It can be helpful to
discuss how you plan to handle conflict and develop
a plan to split the responsibilities of living together
in a room or suite (cleaning, buying supplies such as
toilet paper, etc.).

DISCUSS COMMON ISSUES

Communication is essential for a positive relationship
with your roommate and/or suitemates. Future
problems can be avoided if potential conflicts are
discussed and agreements are reached early in the
semester. Some common issues between roommates
involve:

Utilize a Roommate Agreement as a proactive tool
to discuss how you and your roommate and/or
suitemates will share your space. If you would like a
Roommate Agreement, your RA can provide one and
help mediate the conversation.
